Director
Director’s statement
‘Depart at 22’ is my first attempt at making a film where the story evolves organically while animating, instead of thinking everything out upfront. Therefore the animation technique and story are in symbiosis and the result is a more poetic and experimental film. To start small, I began making little animated self-portraits concerning details of my own body. Quite soon the theme of losing beauty and youth seemed to unfold itself in several of the animations. I started to think about growing old and what it means to me and stayed with the topic. Substantively an important message I want to give to people with this film is that a person may worry about growing old and losing beauty, but in the end you never know where life takes you. It can be over before you know it and in the meantime it’s pointless to waste it with worrying about your body. Another point I find very important to obtain more attention is the difference between women and men concerning this topic. Women are judged a lot more on their appearance. Therefore for them the pressure is much higher to be beautiful and to stay young. Myself being a young woman with ambitions, I wanted to broach this by choosing a woman as main character.

Biography
Wiep Teeuwisse (1993) was born in Leiden, the Netherlands. She graduated in animation at HKU University of the Arts Utrecht with ‘Depart at 22’ (2015) as director and animator. Other films she directed and animated were ‘Facing the news’ (2013) and ‘Spinsels’ (2012).
